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Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Therefore
go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything | have commanded you. And surely | am with you
always, to the very end of the age.” — Matthew 28:18-20 (NIV)

This is certainly one of the most powerful passages not only in the New Testament, but also the entire Bible. And
what Jesus told His disciples in these three verses not only pertains to the great commandment to “go and make
disciples of all nations”. No, Jesus emphasized that all authority in heaven and on earth belonged to Him. He is
ruler and king over all.
